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Article 1) TERMS OF REFERENCE

1-1. In these terms and conditions for exhibiting, the term "Exhibitor" shall include all employees, partnership, firm or individual to whom space has been allocated for
the purpose of exhibiting.

1-2. The term "Exhibition" shall mean "AloT Korea Exhibition 2026".

1-3. The term "Organizer" shall mean "Korea Intelligent loT Association", K.Fairs Ltd."

Article 2) APPLICATION AND PAYMENT PROCEDURES

2-1. Exhibitors shall submit official documentation of contract to Organizer.
The contract shall be established and be put into an effect upon the completion of the official documents and Exhibitor’s submission of th contract for the application.
The deposit(50% of the total amount) should be paid within 7 days and the remaining balance(50%) should be paid no later than September 18(Fri), 2026.

2-2. Organizer shall have the right to annulment the contract for Exhibitor's un-completed payment of remaining balance of 50% of the total fee.
Exhibitor shall not request Organizer for refund of the first 50% of the total participation fee.

Article 3) ALLOCATION OF EXHIBIT SPACE

3-1. The Organizer shall allocate Exhibitor the space in manners of contract and payment sequences.

3-2. The Organizer shall reserve the right to change the space allocated to the Exhibitor at any time prior to the commencement of the build-up of the exhibition should
the circumstances require changes. Such changes shall be at the discretion of the Organizer.
The Exhibitor shall not claim for compensation as a consequence.

Article 4) EXHIBIT SPACE MANGEMENT

4-1. The Exhibitor shall exhibit equipment, services and products as stated in the official documentation of contract.
Allocation of Exhibitor staff and management of assigned booth as regulated shall be required.

4-2. It is agreed that the sole purpose for contracting exhibit space is to display and/or demonstrate equipment, supplies and/or services.
Such equipments, supplies and services shall be restricted to items stated in the documentation of contract.
Cash sales within the confines of the exhibit space are prohibited. The Organizer shall have the rights to ban such acts and to annulment the contract.
The Exhibitor shall not claim for compensation as a consequence.

4-3. Organizer shall have the rights to prohibit entrance of the exhibit space of certain person.

4-4. Endorsement of the exhibit space is prohibited unless Exhibitor attains a separate documented agreement with Organizer.

4-5. Exhibitor shall not make any modification of the exhibit space structure. Such modification includes paintings on the floor, space or pillars.
Compensation to Organizer on any act of modification by Exhibitor shall be done by rehabilitation on the modifications.

Article 5) WITHDRAWALS OF THE CONTRACT
5-1. In the event that the Exhibitor refuses to use all or part of the spare allocated or the Exhibitor defaults on the payment,
the Organizer shall reserve the right to terminate the contract forthwith. The Exhibitor shall not claim for compensation as a consequence.

5-2. Should the Exhibitor decide to cancel participation or reduce the total number of booth once the application and contract has been submitted,
the Exhibitor should attain a separate documented agreement with the Organizer before 60 days of the beginning of the Exhibition.
In such event there will be no refund of the completed participation fee payment.

5-3. If the exhibitor unilaterally cancels the use of part of the contracted exhibition space or withdraws (cancels) their participation after submitting the participation
agreement(contract), the exhibitor must pay a cancellation fee to the organizer within 15 days after the cancellation. Any previously paid participation fees will be
deducted from the cancellation fee. In case of insufficient payment, the exhibitor must pay the remaining balance, and any excess will be refunded by the organizer
to the exhibitor.
< Cancellation fee >

a. If the cancellation occurs by February 27, 2026: 50% of the total participation fee.
b. If the cancellation occurs between February 27, 2026 and Semptember 18, 2026: 70% of the total participation fee.
c. If the cancellation occurs after September 18, 2026: 100% of the total participation fee.
5-4. No cancellation of the participation agreement or reduction in booth space shall be permitted within 30 days prior to the commencement of the exhibition.

Article 6) CANCELLAION OF THE EXHIBITS

6-1. In the event that the exhibition is canceled due to reasons attributable to the Organizer, the Organizer shall refund the full amount of participation fees already
paid by the Exhibitor.
However, if the exhibition is canceled, rescheduled, reduced in scale, or temporarily suspended due to special or force majeure circumstances not attributable to
the Organizer—such as national crises, natural disasters, infectious or contagious diseases (e.g., typhoon, earthquake, flood, heavy rain, fire, explosion, terrorism,
transportation or communication outages, strikes, etc.)—the Organizer shall not be liable to refund any participation fees.
In such cases, the Exhibitor shall not claim any compensation or damages from the Organizer.

Article 7) EXHIBIT REGULATIONS

7-1. The Exhibitor shall finish delivery in, display and/or demonstrate equipment, supplies and/or services within the space allocated on time stipulated by the Organizer.
The Exhibitor may request the Organizer for extension of the time with additional payment to the Organizer.
All booth installation services should be done by companies registered in COEX.

7-2. During the exhibition period, removal of exhibits is strictly prohibited. Any damage resulting from failure to comply with the removal schedule and time designated
by the Organizer shall be the sole responsibility of the Exhibitor.

Article 8) REMOVAL OF THE EXHIBITS
8-1. The removal of the exhibits and booths must be completed by the date and time stipulated by the Organizer.
Exhibitors shall indemnify immediately the Organizer against any loss, which may be caused by delay of the removal process.

Article 9) INSURANCE, SECURITY AND SAFETY
9-1. The Organizer shall provide proper security actions to the Exhibitors and visitors.
9-2. The Exhibitor shall take full responsibilities of every loss, theft, or damage to any articles belonging to the Exhibitor occurred in the allocated Exhibitor space.

Article 10) PREVENTION OF FIRE
10-1. Materials used in the stand and display construction must properly fireproof in accordance with the local fire and safety regulations.
10-2. The Organizer shall reserve the right to limit any constructions or demonstrations that pose as potential safety hazards.

Article 11) SUPPLEMENTARY
11-1. When necessary, the Organizer shall have the right to issue supplementary regulations in addition to those in the TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR EXHIBITING.
11-2. The regulations stated by article 11-1 shall become active and will obtain all the legal rights.

Article 12) ARBITRATION OF DISPUTES

12-1. Any disputes, differences or questions arising hereafter between the Organizer and the Exhibitor concerning the true construction of these TERMS AND
CONDITIONS FOR EXHIBITING or the rights and liabilities of the parties thereto shall be settled in accordance with the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the Korean
Commercial Arbitration Board.
The verdict of the above arbitration shall be final and binding upon both.
